For the Heart of Your Child

Here are some ways to reinforce your child’s new learning this week:

« Ask your child to share the story of “BillyBeeRight’s Buzz,” about the bee’s experience at the
park when he sees parents on their phones, not being attentive to play with their children.

« Talk to your child about times when it is not appropriate to use a phone (family time, when
you have guests over, etc.) and do your best to model that for your child.

« Teach by example. Use polite telephone manners when you are using the phone at home.
Even if you receive an unwanted call, let your child hear you speak to the person on the
other end of the line with respect.
