For the Heart of Your Child

important that your child experiences appreciation at home. Here are small ways to model appre-
ciation for your child:

     • Say “thank you” to your children, your spouse, and others in your home.
     • Show appreciation for simple pleasures such as good health, nature, good rest, a good 
       meal, etc.
     • Try not to complain about minor irritations or wanting things you don’t have.
     • Try not to miss your child’s events, sports, academics, etc.  
      • Ask your child to find things for which compliments can be given to others—at the grocery 
        store, doctor’s office, or in the neighborhood. 
     • Make sure your child sees you thank service providers and encourage your child to do  
       the same.

Watching your appreciation of others is the best way for your child to learn to appreciate others, too!
